          size of Velindre. Doubts were also expressed as to the validity of the 

          survey which had been attached to Mr  Williams letter. It was felt that 

          GH should be presnt at any discussion of this matter and it was agreed 

          that this item should be placed on the Agenda for the next meeting and 

          that in the meantime MH should let the BBNP know of the Council’s 
          disquiet and seek an extension of the time limit for consultation on the        MH 

          BBNP Local Development Plan                                . 
          It was noted that The Old Railway Line Nursery were about to               
          submit a planning application for more polytunnels and an  

          extension to the existing café.

          AJ had received a letter from Joel Durrell regarding the restoration

          of the old walled garden at Gwernyfed School and the proposed 

          creation of a café and garden nursery.
