      5) Presentation by Mr John Cook & Mr Christopher Morgan from 

           BBNP

            John Cook drew attention to 3 schemes operated by BBNP which 

            provided grants for community based projects using funds provided 

            by the National Grid following the construction of the Natural Gas 

            pipeline.

            There was some discussion about the use of UCR’s and the signs

            prohibiting their use by motorised vehicles.Mr Cook explained that these

            signs were not meant to apply to the owners of the adjoining land and 

            were intended to limit the use of these roads by “off road” vehicles.

            BBNP were intending to introduce specially designated routes for such 

            vehicles.

            RJ drew attention to the outstanding work carried out by Jez on behalf 

            of the local canoe clubs.Mr Cook explained that as a result of budgetary 

            cuts Jez would cease to be an employee of  BBNP but would in future

            work on a freelance basis.  

            RJ also drew attention to the £7 car park charge at Cwmyporth which

            was now an “honesty payment” as there was no full time attendant 

            to enforce it. Mr Cook explained that it was uneconomic to employ a 

            full time attendant but that the majority of people paid the charge. There  
            was still a part time attendant (Huw) who was a paid employee of BBNP.
            and  this helped to deter vandalism and theft.

             In conclusion Mr Cook confirmed that BBNP were currently examining 

             alternative ways in which people could enjoy the park and any

             suggestions from the Community Council would be more than welcome.
