              There was a very full discussion about the letter that had been 

               received from Gwernyfed PTA.Everyone agreed that it would be 

               a great shame if  Gwernyfed High School were to close albeit that 

               some of the buildings were not it for purpose

              GH reported that a number of different models for the future 

              education provision in Powys were being considered by the Board 

              of PCC and that a number of different options would be put out

              for public consultation including the “leaked one” which provided 

              for just 3 Centres of Excellence in the whole of Powys  and would 

              involve the closure of 13 schools in the Hay/Brecon area.

               Particular concerns expressed were as follows:

· Increased travel times

· Increase in size of the individual schools

               It was also noted that WAG wanted to see education for 16/18

               year olds provided for in separate colleges.

               It was felt that there was strong support for Gwernyfed High 

               School within the community and that this needed to be reflected

               by the Council. The community also benefited from the sports 

               facilities available on the site.
