8)  County Councillor’s Report
GH reported hat PCC had lodged an objection to the BBNP Local 

Development Plan as it was more concerned with preserving the status 

quo rather than looking to the future and providing for regeneration 

where appropriate. WAG had been asked to call it in.  
GH confirmed that PCC’s revenue budget had been cut by 1.2% and 

with inflation running at 3.5/4% this meant that substantial savings had 

to be found. With social services and education ring fenced this meant 

that highways and leisure would have to bear the brunt of any cuts and 

that if sufficient savings couldn’t be found then jobs would have to go.

PCC’s capital budget had been cut by 20%

RJ reported that he had received a number of complaints about dog 

fouling on the footpath between Glasbury and Three Cocks and AJ 

expressed a willingness to remove the dog excrement. GH undertook        AJ/GH

to get a  bin put on the grass opposite the garage. 

AJ drew attention to the number of potholes in the roads but GH 

 confirmed that due to budgetary constants  only A roads and 

 major B roads would be eligible for re-surfacing.
