9) GH reported that that the possibility of installing a SID device

        was on the Agenda for the next Safety Partnership Meeting.  

        MH had done some research on “Standing Orders” and had

        found that there was no upper limit on the number of Councillors

        in Wales.Councillors could be elected for a period of up to 4 years 

        and that the AGM should be held in May.GH thought that the 

        number of Councillors was limited to 8 and MH undertook to             MH 

        carry out some further research,  
        GS agreed to appraise the lady who was interested in joining the 

        Council of the situation and advise her to make an application             GS
        if she was still interested.

        AJ reported that One Voice Wales weren’t able to host a site as

                    MH reported that in addition to the usual 75% grant towards the 

                    water rates and insurance for St Peters Church Hall they had also

                    asked for a contribution towards the  cost of re-decorating the 
                    hall. It was agreed that an additional grant of £100 should be 
                    made with receipts being provided. 
                    Some surprise was expressed that no such application had been         GS
                    made in respect of Velindre Village Hall and GS undertook            
                    to find out why

8)  County Councillor’s Report
           GH undertook to provide AJ with a copy of the Regional                  GH
           Transport Plan.

           GH reported that Celtic Power would be transporting dummies 
           of the new large turbines to be used at Llandinam and that this
           was likely to cause considerable disruption along the length of 
           the route from  Newport to Llandinam due to the height and 
           width of the load. The alternative route from Ellesmere Port 
           to Llandinam via Newtown was also being considered. Before 
           planning permission could be granted Celtic Power had to 
           demonstrate that they could get all the equipment to the site

           including the transformer which weighed in excess of 50 tons. 

      9)   AOB

            DP reported that he had found the last meeting of the League 

           of Friends much more interesting.Edwina Hart had given 

           an assurances that nothing would close until alternative 

           services had been provided. One possibility was the building 

           of a new hospital on the bottom of the site with the rest of the 

           site being sold for housing and other appropriate uses .The 

           Princes Trust had expressed interest in acquiring part of the site

           for workshops.DP expressed a willingness to represent the 

          Council at future meetings
            GH thought it unlikely that the proposed merger between the 

            Health Board & Powys County Council would take place. He 

            cited a number of major differences between the two 

             organizations  -  the Health Board had debts of £30m and no       
             assets. The terms of employment for the 2 organizations

             were very different and only the County Council consisted of 

             elected members.

             AJ reported that he had attended a parents meeting at 

             Glasbury School  and that it seemed likely that 13 primary 

             school sites would be closing to be replaced by just 3.A 3 year                               

             timescale was envisaged. 
             RJ felt that children preferred  the small schools but DP 

             pointed out that there was significant overprovision  at the

             moment and that this situation could not be allowed to 

             continue.

             It was thought that the proposed reorganization of secondary 

             Schools would pose far greater problems.
