15 local residents attended the meeting to voice their concerns at the proposed development at the Millfield site adjacent to Black Mountains View. Particular points

of concern were as follows:-
· Existing road infrastructure inadequate

· Access from Black Mountains View very narrow


· Lack of local amenities – ie. no bus service

· Inadequate water supply. Existing sewage arrangements already overloaded – cesspit leaking

· The existing plots ( which had been the subject of a previous planning application) had generated very little interest.It was noted that this particular application had been approved subject to the inclusion of  an element of affordable housing but that it  had subsequently been withdrawn.
GS pointed out that were currently 70 houses in the village and felt that if the entire field were to be developed to provide a further 40 houses then this would alter the whole character of the village. The general consensus was that as the proposed 4 houses were already in he UDP there was little point in raising an objection to them but that an objection should be raised in respect of the” new estate road” as this would facilitate the development of the entire field. The local residents then left the meeting.

Website – Jo Lord had confirmed that she was not interested in 

providing a “low cost site” and consequently AJ had sought 
clarification from Nic Carter-Jones on a number of points:-

The annual cost would be fixed for a period of between 3/5 years

The cost of running the site would be partially offset by advertising 

which would be organised by N C-J

The site would be transferable in the event of the Council deciding 

to terminate the contract.

The site would support up to10 e mail addresses.

GS commented that the cost of his own site had been in the region      

of £2,000 and felt that the offer on the table represented good

value for money.   

It was agreed that N C-J’s proposal for the website should be 

accepted and AJ was asked to put the necessary arrangements in                   AJ
hand   
GH reported that there were a number of different models under 

consideration for the reorganization of secondary education in Powys

and that individual schools had been asked to comment.

So far as the provision of local primary education was concerned it 

had been decided that there should be just 4 locations – Llangorse, Hay 

and 2 other as yet unidentified locations. It was noted that the 

existing Llyswen school lay in  a flood plain.  

GS had collared Alan Jones (he traffic warden) who had promised to 

keep a close eye on the parking situation at Glasbury. It was suggested 

that there should be a joint meeting with Glasbury Community Council

(open to all residents) with a view to formulating a common policy for

dealing with the problem. AJ undertook to contact the Chair of Glasbury      AJ    Community Council (Ann Boyle) .

GH reported that the “Special Machine” referred to in the previous 

minutes was not suitable for dealing with overgrown footpaths and that

it would be necessary to undertake the work by hand.
