Any Other Business
(i)
DE noted that the LDP consultation window would shortly be open and he proposed that it would be appropriate to re-iterate the previous submission.  It was agreed that as a lot of work had gone into producing the initial response, and it had been recent enough to assume that opinions and views had not changed that the previous submission would be suitable.

RJ reported that Love Glasbury were going to apply to the Lions for the remaining defibrillator.  It was also noted that an awareness/training session in using defibrillators had been organised by the Lions and that this will be in Clyro village hall on 29th June.

CH raised a query regarding road inspections and repairs.  She had seen some repair work being undertaken in Velindre and wondered if there was any quality control on this work.  AJ undertook to contact Julie Lloyd at Boughrood depot regarding this.

MD had received a query from a resident who was very unhappy about the mud on the roads within, and in the vicinity of, the village.  AJ agreed to raise this with Julie Lloyd to find the best way forward.

JE informed the meeting that he will be moving to Painscastle, but if there was no objection, he would like to remain on the Community Council.  AJ said that all would be happy for him to stay on the Council, but the rules on this would have to be confirmed.

(vi)
GD reported that the signage that had been used during the recent Hay Festival had directed people via Clyro and thus away from his, and other local businesses, and also the charity car parks which had seen a marked reduction in their income for this year.  There had been no discussion regarding the placing of these signs and no notification to businesses which would have allowed for temporary signs to be erected explaining that businesses were open.  DE also noted that one of the shuttlebus routes, whilst going through Glasbury, did not actually stop in the village, which seemed odd.  It was agreed that the Hay Festival is very beneficial for the area, but the signage this year had resulted in traffic being directed away from local businesses without prior notification.  It was agreed that a letter should go to the Festival directors.

(vii)
AJ raised the issue of the consultation over the changes to Early Years provision.  The consultation seemed perfunctory at best and had had little if any publicity.  GH confirmed that PCC Members had not been informed of this consultation.  AJ undertook to write a response on this.

(viii)
RJ reported that Glasbury House would be closing on 31st August 2015.  Not only would this affect those who would directly lose their jobs, but it would have a major impact on the many local suppliers.
