Planning Matters

P/2016/0768 - Outline: Erection of residential and commercial development including 39 dwellings (indicative) including affordable housing and associated infrastructure at Land at Three Cocks Brecon Powys
Andrew Bevan gave a presentation on the application, giving the background in relation to the LDP and how the site would be developed.  Whilst the Community Council had no basic objections to the development, there were three areas of concern:

That the development site housing units would be sold off in small allocations, therefore negating the requirement to provide social affordable housing.
That the current sewage and water treatment works at Three Cocks is already overloaded and would not be able to cope with the additional waste that would be produced.

That the additional industrial unit must be provided in order to satisfy this element of the proposed use of land.

It was agreed to respond to Powys with no basic objections, but with these concerns.

P/2016/0729 - Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of a replacement dwelling, installation of a septic / package treatment plant and alterations to existing access at Tyleglas Cottage Felindre Brecon Powys

There were no observations on this application

16/13192/FUL – Proposed amendments to household extension and barn conversion as approved under applications P20980 and 10/05313/FUL – part retrospective

There were no observations on the document provided regarding bat conservation.  However, there is concern of the validity of the original permissions that cover the residential conversion of the barn.  Clarification is required on what element of the application is retrospective, and also the exact location of the application site as there is some confusion over exactly which property is covered by this application.  NB  GH took no part in this discussion.

Police Crime Report
