Plastic Film in Waste


CH commented that the approach taken by Powys County Council to deal with the unrecyclable plastic film was starting at the wrong point.  She stated that it should be the packaging producers who should be targeted rather than relying on the end user to deal with this issue.  She also pointed out that in many cases, residents would not have the time or ability to separate out this packaging and that it was likely that a large amount of waste that could be recycled would end up in the black waste bins.  It was also pointed out that a large proportion of packaging doesn’t have recycling information on it, and where it does, this is often hard to read.  GH explained that if there is plastic film in a batch of plastic for recycling then this would be considered contaminated and the entire batch could end up in landfill.  It was felt this was a backwards step in recycling, when so much work had been done by the Council, and taken up by residents, to recycle more.  CH undertook to write to the local MP regarding this issue.

County Councillors Report
GH noted that a property in Three Cocks had been demolished, apparently without planning permission, he agreed to monitor this situation, as there was a possibility that a development could occur on this site.  He also commented that the consultation period on the proposed closure of Gwernyfed High school had finished and that the notices had been published for the closure of Talgarth and Bronllys primary schools with the immediate replacement of a new school on both the current sites, with a proposed new build to be ready for September 2018.  Powys County Council has been given another 6 months by the Planning Inspectorate to remedy the issues within the LDP.  And, he had received a copy of the forward work programme for Highways which he would forward to the Clerk for circulation.
